1. Meeting called to order at  6:34PM 

2. Secretary’s report: Typo noted (“sue” should be “sure” in President’s Report). Bruce, Pete 2nd, minutes approved as amended. 
3. Treasurer’s report: [see report on line] Greater activity this past month and April. Cross Country expense from 2010 was paid out in April. Sanction expense not matching up with the revenue due to timing of the process. Loss of the month $3,636. Net Assets: $62,934. Corporate sponsorship appears lagging. Craig will follow up with Life Time or TCM. Indoor meet was over budget in expenses but also in revenue (meet made money). Taxes have been completed.   
4. President’s Report: 
a. Meeting site? Frequency? General consensus was that frequency appeared fine: February, May, August, September (General Meeting), November. 2nd Sunday. Meeting site will alternate between St. Kate’s and Courage Center. St. Kate’s for August (Craig will follow up with St. Kate’s), Courage Center in November (Rick will follow up). 
5. Craig’s report:
a. Membership 1084 vs. 1077 (2010) Club total at 43 (all last year was 45). 
b. 42 sanctions last month, 66 all year.
c. Third Burnsville meet held in March. Low attendance; will review conducting next year. 
d. Purchased projector and screen with Grant from Nationals. Hope to have video slide show for display during the marathon booth. Grant for 2011 discussed. Clock will be purchased.
Committee Reports:

a. Communications: Down the Backstretch provided a scrolling text during the Hamline Elite Meet and promoted the JO’s. Will submit a half page ad for the MSHSL State Track Meet brochure. Web site revisions: Pete suggested starting with content. If anyone has ideas, please get to Pete. He will create a list for the Board to consider. Different host for website? National? Concern with possible loss of flexibility. Pete will look into possibilities.    
b. Athlete of the Month: Male: Michael Sandle (Eden Prairie), MN State High School performance in the Triple Jump. Jumped 50-3 ¼.  
Female: Maggie Ewen (St. Francis HS), MN State High School performance in the Discus. All time state record with 165-9 toss. Motion by Mark, Bruce 2nd, approved.
c. LDR: 
d. Master’s LDR: (Dave in absence) The Brian Kraft 5K (Memorial Day, May 30), is the first event in the new Master's Circuit. We have a total of $500 in individual prize money available, and hope to have a strong field. The specifics should be on the web site soon.
---USATF Tent was at the Get in Gear 10K. Thanks to the rain, the tent was a favorite gathering spot for the competitive teams, and it sure seemed that they appreciated the opportunity to drop their warm-ups there.

e. Legislation: (Dave in absence) Would like to get the proposed Bylaws revisions onto the agenda soon, perhaps at the next meeting. Drafts sent out some time ago. Due to the possible reorganization, we may want to hold articles 7 and 9 from consideration until we have that issue resolved. Also, it appears I inadvertently re-introduced a provision that the Board had previously eliminated: officer term limits, which are contained in section 8.10. Thus, we may want to eliminate that provision again, and re-number the remaining Bylaws as necessary. As to the remaining Bylaws, I suggest that we consider them at the next Board meeting, and adopt those revisions that the Board desires.
---Reorganization: This ad-hoc committee has had one meeting so far, which was poorly attended, and thus failed to produce a full discussion/consensus. Would like to convene another meeting soon, and request that anyone wishing to join the group let me know of that desire, and let me know in a general way as to their availability in the upcoming weeks. Goal will be to get some resolution of at least the major points and maybe some of the details, and can bring a report to the full Board at the next meeting.
